	The Koinonia Christian School – Red Deer education plan for the three years commencing September 1, 2009 was prepared under the direction of the board in accordance with responsibilities under the School Act  and the Government Accountability Act. This education plan was developed in the context of the provincial government’s business and fiscal plans. The board is committed to achieving the results laid out in this education plan.


Foundation Statements 

	Vision
Our school is a ministry to the families who support it.  The educational philosophy is based on a God-centered view of man.  Since God created and sustains all things through His Son, Jesus Christ, the universe and all life are dynamically related to God and have the purpose of glorifying Him.  This is true of man who was made in God’s image, different in kind from all other creatures, with a unique capacity to know and respond to God personally and voluntarily.

K.C.S. Red Deer has a Biblical, distinctive “Statement of Faith” that all staff, parents and students agree to support.  This document is made available to all families through the student handbook.  We believe that every child is made in the image of God and has unique talents and needs.  Christian Schooling is a full lifestyle where our Christian faith is integrated into every aspect of our day, whether at school, at home, or in the community.  All this is preparatory to our secondary main goal, which is academic excellence.  We believe that, with the spiritual vision in place, academic excellence emulates from spiritual vision and goals.
Beliefs

Theological Foundation

The educational philosophy of K.C.S. Red Deer is based upon a God-centered view of man and truth as presented in the Bible.  The essential truths of this view are detailed in the Statement of Faith, which all faculty, staff, parents and students agree to, and support.

Because man is a sinner by nature and choice, he cannot, in this condition, know or honour God in his life.  The goal of education should therefore be to enable men to know God, encourage them to love Him and equip them to serve Him.

The authority for such an education comes both from God’s command that children be taught to love God and place Him first in their lives, and from the fact that parents are responsible for the total education and training of their children.  At the parents’ request, the Christian School, along with the Church, becomes a partner in giving this education.  From this philosophy come our mission and goals.

	Profile/Issues and Trends
K.C.S. Red Deer serves an urban as well as a rural and agricultural community. Our students come from several surrounding towns, including Penhold, Blackfald, Sylvan lake, Innisfail, Bentley, Delburne, Lacombe and the farming areas surrounding them.  This encompasses about an 18 mile radius.

Red Deer has a population of about 90,000, Innisfail about 7200, Sylvan Lake about 10,000 and the rest around 1000.  Public schools all operate in these areas as do separate schools in the City of Red Deer and Innisfail.  There are four other independent schools in Red Deer, such as Destiny, Southside Academy, and Parkland School for the handicapped and, as well, a Francophone school also operates in Red Deer.  There is a Christian School in the Alternate program at Red Deer Public, which is causing considerable shifts in our student population.  At Gateway Christian School, parents pay a nominal amount for bussing and other fees, which is extremely attractive to parents who do not understand the role of independent education.

K.C.S. Red Deer has an enrolment of approximately 163 students in grades 1-12, 17 in Kindergarten and 20 in the preschool division.  The staff consists of 13 FTE certified teachers, 1 Librarian, 1.6 full time secretaries, 1 full time bookkeeper, plus 6 additional teacher aides.  The student/teacher ratio stands at 1:14. All grades from Kindergarten to Grade 12 are offered using the Alberta Program of Studies.  Board approved texts from Christian publishers are used either as primary or secondary sources, otherwise recommended texts are used.

Our preschool is providing a feeder to our Kindergarten program.  Having a certified teacher in preschool who really understands education at the elementary levels is of immense benefit to our school.  This coexists with input from Kindergarten and grades 1 and 2 teachers for early literacy and screening for early intervention if an educational need is noted.  It has been noted that in the past our Preschool and Kindergarten has had a lower retention rate as  parents wish their children to get a good foundation in reading before they put them into other programs in the city.  However, this year, because of moving our Kindergarten/Preschool room into the main school building, we have noted a significant increase in the retention rate.  Thus our Kindergarten program is effectively fulfilling the mandate of our school to have Kindergarten as a feeder into our Grade One Program.
Our relationship with Red Deer Public School District (R.D.P.S.D.) continues to be very positive.  We are responsible for maintenance costs as well as utilities on the building which is rented from Red Deer Public.  The school is getting older and needs repairs to keep it looking good and functioning well.  This past year we moved our Preschool and Kindergarten program to the main school thus allowing for more exposure.  This has proved to be a valuable decision.  Our retention rate has increased by 30%.

Our Home Education division enrolment numbers will remain consistent with last year’s numbers.  We have a good working relationship with hands Hills who does some supervision of students enrolled with Koinonia.
A Mexico Trip is planned for every other year and a Vancouver trip is planned for the alternate years.  Also, European trips are planned for our high school students along with other Koinonia Schools.  It will allow students first hand experience of history and travel at the same time.  This past year during Easter break, 42 students alumni, parents, grandparents & teachers from 3 other Koinonia schools, took an educational tour to London, Paris, Amsterdam and Brussels.  In 2009-2010 we will be taking a missions trip to Mexico.  Approximately 30 students from 3 other Koinonia schools and 14 adult supervisors and interpreters will travel to Mexicali for 10 days of cross cultural experiences.  Trips, whether they be educational or cross cultural missions, allow students to experience things not available in the classroom.
With computers being a large part of our technological society, it was decided that we would plan to increase our computer time in the classroom.  Technology continues to be important.  Plans are in place for teachers to take and make a special push for technology.  Networking took place in 2008 and an IT position was created for 1 day per week for the 2008-09 school year.  This will continue for the 2009-10 school year.  An excellent program for High School students was created.
Space and facility continue to be a challenge to be able to provide the courses and programs desired.  Currently the City of Red Deer Municipal Planning Commission has been approached to gain permission to place and additional 2 portables that would provide 2 additional classrooms, 1 meeting room and 2 offices for Special Needs/Counselling.  There is resistance, however, to providing temporary classroom space by using portables.  In Junior High, Band, Home Economics and Computers are the major option courses.  Drama will also continue to be a major emphasis in our school with plans to present The Secret Garden in 2010.  This will provide a major part of our fundraising budget.  Chapel provides time for a drama and missions focus.  Additional options are being considered for the 2009-2010 year.  
Special education is another important issue.  A policy for special students allows for specialized attention to the learning needs of students with mild to moderate difficulties.  Attention to special needs has been possible because of low student-teacher ratio as well as teacher aides in the classroom.  There have been indications that we will again have 8 sever special needs students in the 2009-2010 school year.  With the growing school population and number of mild to moderate/severe disabilities students enrolled, a part time Special Needs Co-ordinator has been hired to ensure that all details regarding IPP requirements and documentation has been fulfilled.  There will continue to be a larger ESL base again for 2009-2010.  There is a designated teacher that will address ESL for this year as well.

It is felt that it is very important that we take advantage of the services offered by the Student Health Initiative as well as AISI.  It is hoped that K.C.S. Red Deer may be able to hire an additional part time teacher under this program of inclusion and be able to assist children who have marginal difficulties in certain subject areas.
We are pleased that the school is continuing to adopt the Blended Sound/Sight Method of Learning developed by Anne Ingham.  Comprehension is the emphasis of the total program.  Initially, the teacher is involved in the formal teaching of phonics and a variety of ways to use words.  Soon the children are introduced to interactive learning activities, which encourage them to apply the rules and principles learned.  As students show competence, they are introduced to a variety of reading and writing situations where they can apply the skills.  Daily reading is highly encouraged through the use of the classroom libraries, the school library, the public library and the use of novel studies or reader selections.  Writing is further taught following the Blended Structure and Style in composition developed by James B. Webster.
Environmental Factors

K.C.S. Red Deer has experienced growth and we are concerned with retention of students; it appears that students are attracted to the availability of programs in the public system, especially Gateway Christian School.  In the past KCS Red Deer has had a competitive advantage of offering K-12.  Now Gateway is offering Grades 10 & 11.  This is going to create additional hardships as KCS, receiving less funding, will have to compete with an alternative Christian School, fully funded with no tuition.

Although we are extremely grateful for the 70% funding that was given to those schools agreeing to the increased accountability, there is no money available for capital.  It is obvious that a great deal of commitment is necessary on the part of our parents and is essential if our school is to remain viable with the downturn in our economy.  There has been an increase in financial aide given to parents in need.  In the 2009-2010 school year it is estimated that 1/3 of the parent body will be receiving some level of subsidy.  This again continues to put a financial strain on the school.  Historically Koinonia Red Deer has had to raise a net of from $40,000-70,000 to meet budget each year and 2009-2010 will be no exception.  There is more demand by other charitable organizations for donation dollars so as a school we must become more creative and innovative in our approach to fundraising.  Parents pay an average of $2500/child/year in tuition fees, plus $1000/year for bussing.  Any capital expenditures would be completely funded by the parents.
It must be noted in this report that in some cases the parent input has been omitted because forms for parents were not sent out by Alberta Education for Koinonia parents.  This was a logistical error.

	The board recognizes the importance of increasing salaries to attract as well as maintain good staff.  This year KCS Red Deer has achieved 70% of public school salaries.  As required by our operating society with a change in tuition structure, education of the parents, along with a sound policy for development, this is being achieved. The majority of government funding goes to instruction.
Over the past 3 years we have been consistent in the percentage that government revenue plays in our financial picture.  As far as expenses are concerned, administration has increased as more staff have been hired and the Principal/Administrator does not teach.  This year with increased funding the government revenue reflects that.
The board is committed to improving technology.  Utilization of computers along with other visual devices will continue and funds will be made available.
It has also been decided that tuition rates should increase with the rate of inflation in keeping with the philosophy that no student would be turned away because parents could not afford the tuition.  The scholarship fund and financial assistance fund has been increased to reflect a growing need.  This year it is projected that $75,000 will be given for financial assistance.  This year with the economic downturn it was decided that there would be a freeze on tuition and an increase in financial assistance.
Special needs will see a part time individual hired to assist in assuring proper application of guidelines and requirements.  

Fundraising, therefore becomes a major emphasis that every parent in the school needs to be involved in.  A $500 fundraising deposit is required by all families.  Opportunities are given by the school to provide for fundraising opportunities to enable parents to work off their deposit.

The anticipated revenue from Alberta Education for the 2009/10 School Year based on budgeted enrolment projections is $1,058,196.




Highlights of Facility and Capital Plans 
	Due to increased enrolment in high school it was determined that additional space is required to enable the proper splitting of classes.  The board is actively pursuing the acquisition of 2 additional portables which would provide 2 classrooms, a seminar room and 2 offices.  This new addition of facility will increase classroom space by about 10%.  Cost for this would come out of the building fund but not necessarily shown on revenue/expenses.  Also the board is committed to replacing flooring in 2 classrooms – approximate expenditure $8000.  Band and Phys. Ed. Equipment will continue to be top priority for replacement of worn and damaged equipment.

	The 3 year plans will be posted on the website along with being shared at our first parent meeting in September.  Copies will be made available at that time.  The board will be discussing with the parents some of the issues along with studying plans for the future.
