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Girls Mentoring Program

Koinonia has a unique program established to build meaningful relationships with the girls in our school community.  All girls in grades seven to twelve are connected to a “Mentor Teacher”.  This female staff member connects as a mentor to a small group of girls.  This program builds relationships that support our girls spiritually and emotionally.  This is accomplished through school activities, and get-togethers. What makes this program so amazing is that these female mentors have opportunity to share the Father’s love and encourage the girls in their faith.
In addition to this, the girls from grade eight to twelve are paired up with one or more girls from grades one to seven.  This is called our Big Sisters, Little Sisters Program.  We meet periodically through the year through group activities to cultivate these younger relationships.  Having a school ranging from Preschool to Grade twelve is a unique and wonderful experience, and connects students of all ages.  Big Sisters, Little Sisters provides opportunity for leadership in our youth and a support system for the younger students.
